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NB (1)
Parachute dropping must only take place under a valid CAA parachuting Permission and Exemption (P&E) issued to the Club or Display Team.  All pilots must be aware of the terms and conditions of the P&E under which they are operating.

NB (2)
For aircraft operated in the parachute-dropping role and registered in a foreign country the operator will also require an operating permit from the Department for Transport for a specific aircraft.  Initial contact should be made by telephone to 0207 944 5847.  Also the BPA/CAA joint statement ‘Foreign Aircraft Operation’ should be embodied into the club SOPs.

NB (3)
Before parachuting takes place within Class ‘A’ airspace (other than Control Zones (CTR)) an exemption from the ANO requirements must be obtained for the pilot and aircraft.  Requests for exemptions should be directed to the General Aviation Department of the CAA at Gatwick – Tel:  01293 573 502. 
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
