Both Instructors are responsible for care of the student on the 20 minute call. If your other instructor is busy, it is up to you to make sure your student is ready to jump.





Both instructors are responsible for care of the student in the aircraft. Generally the Secondary instructor will do this or the instructor that is not spotting / organizing the aircraft load.





If a funnel occurs either on exit or throughout the skydive, it is the Secondary instructor that will release and the Primary instructor is to take control.


If this is not practicable the instructors will take the action they see fit.





It is the responsibility of the Primary instructor to ensure the student talk down is taken care off. And that the student returns to the packing hangar okay.








It is the responsibility if the Primary instructor to ensure that the log book is written up.





It is the responsibility of the Primary instructor to ensure that any corrective training is carried out.





We all understand that the DZ can be a busy place and that instructors can be called away at the last second. This means that some of these jobs may have to be exchanged between instructors, please be aware that any jobs exchanged and not fulfilled properly will be the responsibility of the instructors named here. Therefore please be courteous to your partner instructors.
