Altimeter, exit height, deployment height, time frames (Instructor Wearing).





Head back at all times.


Legs back and crossed at all times.


Hips forward.


a). Arms crossed. b). Arms uncrossed.


Show and describe freefall sequence


Practice until proficient.





Introduce aircraft 


Never go towards without an instructor and always approach from the rear.


Describe the ride to altitude & tightening up procedure.


Show how to move into the door & exit procedure.





Explain loosening of side straps under canopy, how to fly canopy and body position for landing.


Stress it is very important that their legs are raised as high as possible for landing and the instructor is to touch down first.





If anything goes wrong with the aircraft, the student is staying with the instructor. Either exiting the aircraft quickly or brace for landing.





Show where camera man will be during the whole aircraft ride, skydive and landing.


Keep head up during the skydive so they get there faces on film.
