ü SID is an online collection of safety information notices from around the 

world issued by parachute manufacturers, parachute associations and 

government authorities

ü The main objective is to provide riggers and reserve packers with an easy 

and quick method to ensure the equipment they work on is free from any 

known safety problems

ü It can also be used by skydivers and drop zones to back up and support 

riggers with another line of defence

ü SID also comes with a riggers study guide to prevent the same or similar 

incidents from re occurring

ü SID has been designed for the passage of all types of safety information, 

from a simple advisory notice to updating a packing manual or mandatory 

safety notice, resulting in a system that can prevent a skydiver from 

becoming a statistic
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Registration

ü We have six registration options:

ÅThe Free Registration and Skydivers Registration are for individuals 

to do a quick and simple search for their personal equipment

ÅThe Business Registration and Rigger Registration are for those 

who wish to search for customerôs equipment

ÅThe Manufacturer Registration and Association Registration are for 

those that need to update their published safety information so it can 

be instantly accessed by the industry

ü The website has a table to quickly show the benefits of each registration 

so you can choose the right one for you.
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Using The Safety Information Database - Summary

ü Add New Equipment (New System):   The database allows you to set up an equipment profile by selecting and 

completing new system

ü Edit Existing Equipment:  If you change equipment you can keep your equipment profile up to date by selecting edit 

equipment and make the changes

ü Report Kit As Lost Or Stolen:  If you lose your equipment then you can register it as lost or stolen for our database to 

keep a lookout, the same product can only be set up in one profile

ü Search For Safety Information:  You can then select search my kit to find a list of any safety information bulletins that 

are relevant to your equipment

ü Advanced Search:  The advanced search option is independent of the equipment profile and allows for a more specific 

search by selecting the search parameters that you require
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Using The SID ïAdd New Equipment 
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ü Add New Equipment:   

Á First start by choosing a unique name for your equipment, the name is only relevant 

if you add more than one set of equipment so you can recall which one to search 

and edit later

Á Select "Add New Equipment" and complete the form

Á Select "Save Changes" to add your equipment
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Using The SID ïAdd New Equipment 
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Using The SID ïEdit Existing Equipment
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ü Editing existing equipment:

Á If you change any part of your  equipment, select the system in question and it will 

take you back to the new equipment section where you can make the changes

Á Select delete if you sell your equipment
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Using The SID ïReport Equipment As Lost Or Stolen

ü Report Equipment As Lost Or Stolen:
Á Select the item that has been lost or stolen and that will record it

Á If another person tries to add the same equipment then it will flag up as lost or stolen and generate 

an e-mail to be sent to the owner
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Search For Safety Information 

ü Select which set of kit you want to search 

and the list will automatically populate

ü Click on view to read the safety bulletins
